Why did the Asian community
settle in Uganda, and then leave
in the 1970s?

To understand the history of the Asian
community in Uganda and the circumstances
that led to their expulsion.

What was life like for Ugandan
Asians arriving in 1970s Britain?

To understand the challenges faced by
the Ugandan Asian community when they
arrived in Britain and how they adapted
to their new environment.

How did the Ugandan Asians
find ‘home’ in Britain?

To understand how the Ugandan Asian
community established a sense of belonging
and found a new home in Britain.
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There is a substantial amount of text in the lessons
- predominantly source extracts - which could be
reduced for lessons of under an hour. Each lesson
is designed for an hour long lesson with mixed
ability classes.

Note that the sources are all taken from oral history
interviews which can equally be listened to online, and
you are encouraged, if you have facilities in class to do
so — many also include videos.
